From time to time I get very despondent about the state of the facilities at SSC, however, after the last 

workday at the club (Sunday 7
th
 of Jan) I was cheered by recognising how many of the facilities at the club 

have improved in the past few years. 

 

It is somewhat hard to believe now that not so long ago we all used to get changed in one changing room 

and that there was not even cold running water in the clubhouse let alone hot showers! This probably 

never bothered many of us but would hardly be acceptable by the today’s standards.  

 

On race days the café was usually run in the boat store, this had various disadvantages; such as all hot 

water had to be boiled in kettles or in the urn but not both together as the electrics would not withstand the 

load, the water had to be carried in cans from the lock standpipe, any boats left in the store would end up 

with a film of grease on them from frying burgers on gas stoves and any standard of food hygiene was 

very difficult to maintain.  

 

Over the past few years these are a few of the things that have been achieved with the help of hard 

working members of the club: - 

 

 Extensive refurbishment of gate lines, gates and gate system 

 Installation of mains water to clubhouse 

 Installation of mains drainage 

 Installation of new power supply 

 Re wiring of clubhouse and boat store 

 Separation of changing rooms 

 Provision of toilet in clubhouse  

 Provision of kitchen and serving hatch for events 

 Concrete plinths in front of boat store, café and between club and store   

 Extra boat racks on sides of boat store 

 Store area inside boat store 

 

Aside from the many fairly major items listed above there have also always been the numerous other 

jobs that certain people have always done tirelessly: -  

 

 Running events / Reliably turning up for sessions to paddle coach or both  

 Running membership  

 Running the club accounts  

 Representing the club at official meetings so sscc has a vote 

 Maintenance of: - communications equipment, flood lights, the site and clubhouse (litter picking 

emptying bins etc), replacing things that break (windows, shower doors etc)   

 

In summary, all of the above would not have happened if various members had not willingly given 

their time!………….So a very big thankyou from all to all of you who have contributed through the 

years. I freely admit that I haven’t been such an active member over the past years but this year I am 

going to try and get back to paddling more, helping at events and organising work day’s. 

 

One final thing, if you do bring guests down to the club please don’t feel bashful about asking them 

for £2.00. It’s a small price to pay for somewhere to get changed. The club only survives on funds 

from its membership, YOU! 

“Better still ask them to join and let’s help to try and increase the membership”!
